ACTIONTEM1: CONSIDERATION AFPROVAL MINUTES FROM TBBARDMEETINGIELD ONDECEMBER,
2014.

Mr. Crenshaw asked if everyone had an opportunity to review the minutes from the December
4" board meeting and if there were any changes or amendments. The motion by Tommie
Jones to accept the minutes from the Decemb€ibéard meeting was seconded by Juan
Gonzalez and carried unanimously.

ACTIONTEMZ2: GONSIDERATION ARBPROVAL QFEHICLPROCUREMENTS BEHALF OFOUR(4)
SUBRECIPIENGRANTEES

Roscoe Brown presented the action item.

In December of 2012 the Governalected IndyGo as the designated recipient for Section

5310 funds for the Indianapolis Urban Area. The Enhanced Mobility of Seniors and Individuals
with Disabilities Program (aka Section 5310) is an FTA grant program providing funding
assistance for eligle entities in providing transportation support for the elderly and persons
with disabilities. IndyGo conducted two calls for projects, one in 2013 and one in 2014. As a



result, four eligible recipients were awarded funding for a total of twelve (Z)dit vehicles.

Grant agreements were executed between IPTC and each subrecipient in December 2014. Each
grantee (subrecipient) was required to provide a 20% local match for their award. The grantees
were Noble of Indiana, Tangram, CICOA Aging ahtbine Solutions and Bosma Industries for

the Blind.

Total cost of this procurement is $481,642. The FTA Section 5310 grant will provide for 80% of
the costs and the 20% local match ($96,330) has been received from the four subrecipients.

Board Discussion:

Juan Gonzalez asked if the subrecipients were responsible for providing the fuel and insurance

contract with Midwest Transit Equipent, Inc. for the immediate purchase of twelve (12)
accessible transit vehicles for subrecipients to include: 7 each Low Floor Minivans; 3 each Small
Transit BOC vehicles; and 2 each Large Transit BOC vehicles for an amount not to exceed
$481,642was £conded by Tommie Jones and carried unanimously.

ACTIONTEM3: CONSIDERATION ARBPPROVAL (XERCISINGPTIONYEAR2 FORMAPPRINTINGEERVICES
Roscoe Brown presented the action item.

IndyGo prints more than 1.25M maps a year, and contracting withgdesvendor to produce
route maps streamlines administrative processes and decreases lead time for each order.
Throughout the contract, KI Brands has consistently executed the production of route and

system maps well and eimme.

In March 2014, IndyGo egeted the first option year and would like to exercise the second and
final option year of the contract which would run from April 2@1B&larch 2016.

Funding for Route Map Printing will draw from Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ)
federal grant. The cost for the second option year will not exceed $125,000.



Board Discussion:

Mr. Crenshaw asked how long ago IndyGo did the printing in house and he was told that it has
been since 2006/2007.

Mr. Gonzalez stated that the Finance Committee f&wuor of this procurement but asked that
an inventory be done to verify how many maps were needed versus how many were still on
hand. He added that with the current technology, printed maps may not be as necessary as
they once were.

Bryan Luellen, Direct of Marketing and Customer Information stated that map inventory is
checked every few months before ordering. Mr. Luellen added that there are other print jobs
included with this contract that would be considered on a task order basis.

The motion by Jan Gonzalez to approve exercising Option Year 2 for Map Printing Services for
an amount not to exceed $125,000 was seconded by Mark Fisher and carried unanimously.

ACTIONTEM4: CONSIDERATION ARBPROVAL OFENDOFRCONTRACT FARAD/AVIMAINTENANCE

Mike Birch presented the action item

Computer Aided Dispatch and Automated Vehicle Location Intelligent Transportation System
(CAD/AVL) was deployed in October, 2009 and is used for dispatch operations for both the fixed
route and paratransit revenue fleetsas well as for nonevenue service and supervisory

vehicles. It supports GPS location, data and voice radio and text communication, consistent
time-keeping (including bus stop arrival adherence for fixed route, and client pickup and drop

off time stampdor paratransit), driver information, detour and accident notices, component
failure reporting, and other vehicle system health information.

This contract is to provide services for maintenance, diagnosis, repair, and replacement of this
vehiclebased fardware. Emergency Radio Service (ERS) has been the provider for these
services the past five (5) years.

The RFP was released on November 14, 2014 and at the Deceft\pez-@roposal meeting six

(6) people attended representing three (3) firms. Onpheposal due date of December 9,

2014, IPTC received one (1) response from Emergency Radio Services, Inc. which was found
responsive and responsible.

Staff requests entering into a contract with ERS to provide ITS maintenance services for two (2)
years anl up to three (3) optional renewal years for a total not to exceed $1,000,480.

Board Discussion:
When Mr. Crenshaw asked about the Cost Analysis, Traci Davidson, Procurement Director,
answered that ERS fell within 10% variant with a very slight escafationprevious year.



When Ms. Jones asked how often ERS checks the equipment, Mr. Birch stated that the
equipment is selliagnosing so the bus actually sends a signal to the maintenance technicians
AY FTRRAGAZ2Y (2 GKS [/ 21 OHKe ldawidd thé garagdRith th&Rbus.

Mr. Gonzalez asked if this procurement has the ability to include new buses and future
equipment and Mr. Birch told him the only fee for any additions would be installation.

The motion by Juan Gonzalez to approve engeinto a contract with Emergency Radio

Services, Inc to provide Intelligent Transportation System (ITS) maintenance services for two (2)
years for $395,200 with up to three (3) option renewal years for a total not to exceed
$1,000,480 was seconded by Timie Jones and carried unanimously.

ACTIONTEMS: CONSIDERATION ARBPROVAL ORAPEZNIAINTENANCAGREEMENT

Mike Birch presented the action item.

This procurement is basically a warranty for the CAD/AVL equipment ild&dfmaintenance
for the TransitMaster Base System (equipment and software on the vehicles) and the
TransitMaster Bacloffice (reports, operations rediime and historical data) is used to provide
troubleshooting services, remediation fixes, configuration validation, and overalbsupithe
systems on the vehicles or the workstations and servers for operations utilization. This
maintenance agreement also includes the future Real Time project and upgrade.

This is a 5 year maintenance support contract and does not include thetaperform the
service on the vehicles or esite support.

Board Discussion:
When asked by Mr. Crenshaw if the ERS and Trapeze contracts coincide, Mr. Birch stated they
do not. This year appears to be a coincidence.

Juan Gonzalez stated that the Finari@epartment supports this procurement and Tommie

Jones added that the Service Committee approved but asked if IPTC accrues a new cost if
equipment is sent in for repairs and Mr. Birch told her that the equipment has a 100% warranty
so there is no additioal cost for repairs. In addition, he added that upgrades are also part of
the warranty.

The motion by Mark Fisher to enter into an agreement with Trapeze for a Maintenance Service
Agreement for a total amount not to exceed $2,642,78@s seconded by Jnaonzalez and
carried unanimously.



ACTIONTEMG: CONSIDERATION ARBPROVAL G¥PDATEIDRUGS& ALCOHOPOLICY

Phalease Crichlow presented the action item.

As mandated by the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) through the recent Trienniala®TC h
thoroughly reviewed and revised the Amdrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Policy and the
DrugcFree Workplace Policy. The findings from the triennial stated there was specific language
missing regarding the required behaviors which constitute a adftsstest and that vendor
monitoring procedures needed to be submitted. Some of the changes to the policy include
specific language regardinggal Drugs: Supplemental Policy, Zero Tolerance, Behavior that
Constitutes a Refusal to Test, Voluntary Treattrand Negative Dilute Specimen. THé 2

chance provision was removed to make it a zero tolerance policy. The second chance currently
applies only to random tests performed.

The Union has been advised of these proposed changes.

Board Discussion:

WhenMr. Crenshaw asked how the changes compared to IMPD and the Fire Department, Mike
Birch stated that the IMPD and the public safety department have a zero tolerance policy and
the proposed IPTC policy mirrors the city policies.

The Service Committee anth&nce Committee both agree with the updated policy and Ms.
Jones asked if approved, will employees get a copy and be required to sign off upon receipt of
the same. Ms. Crichlow confirmed that once the new policy is printed, the employees will
receive andsign for it.

Mr. Crenshaw asked about the rules on prescription drugs and Ms. Crichlow stated that
prescribed drugs are not part of the screening panel; however, employees are obligated to
report any medication they are taking that may affect their prformance.

The motion by Juan Gonzalez to Approve the Updated Drug and Alcohol Policy was seconded by
Tommie Jones and carried unanimously.

ACTIONTEM7: CONSIDERATION ARBPROVAL OF SERVICES FERWNTOWNRANSITENTER

Mike Terry presente the action item.

Since 2013, IT contractor, Connect Think, has been advancing projects such as website update,
software upgrades and additional modules including Real Time application and signage. The
downtown transit center will provide Real Time infwation at each of the 19 bus bays as well

as kiosk locations on site. The technology and communication needs for the entire transit
center require the correct integration and guidance to ensure the success of the project.



Funding of this project is praled by the operations budget and assorted grants with a cost not
to exceed $160,000.

Board Discussion:

Juan Gonzalez stated that the Finance Committee discussed this procurement and asked that
Mr. Terry explain the entire coverage of the IT project 8Mrd Terry explained that this will

fully integrate all the needs of the transit center includingM/ireal time signage for each bus
bay, communications with the call center and informational signs and tracking system. Mr.
Terry added that the board hadready approved BLIC as the IT consultant/CIO.

The motion by Tommie Joneséaecute the outlined scope of work as a Task Order under the
current contract with Connect Think for technology project management services in support of
the downtown transit enter project for an amount not to exceed $160,008s seconded by

Juan Gonzalez and carried unanimously.

ACTIONTEMS8: RATIFICATION GBEL

Nancy Manley, VP/Controller presenged thevaction item. ] o
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vendors were prequalified andhaJanuary 12, 2015 IPTC released IF811¥93 to all IPTC

qualified fuel suppliers for bids due on January 21, 2015. The IFB offered one (1) contract for #2

ultra low sulfur premium diesduel for delivery February 1, 2015 through January 31, 2016.

Two bids were received and the lowest bid of $1.945/gallon was received freftli@ace LLP
for 1,875,000 of the #2 ultra low sulfur premium diesel fuel during the 12 month contract
period.

Board Discussion:

Juan Gonzalez stated that the Finance Committee is very pleased with this price as the 2015
budgeted cost for fuel was $3.24/gallon.

When Tommie Jones asked about the fuel additive, Vicki Learn, Director of Maintenance,
explained that iis a rack injection process carried out at the refinery. Mr. Birch added that the
manufacturer of the diesel engines recommends using the premium blend all year round. Mr.
Terry added that it was critical that IPTC select one vendor for this fuel siopphsure the

quality of the supply.



When Mr. Crenshaw asked the recourse if a bad batch of fuel was identified, Jill Russell,
General Counsel, stated that according to the RFQ, the fuel will be replaced, removed from the
tanks and any damage to the Isiganks or vehicles would be paid for by the vendor.

The motion by Mark Fisher to execute a contract withAllance LLP for a guaranteed

purchase of 1,875,000 gallons of #2 ultra low sulfur premium diesel at a price of $1.945 per
gallon delivered andrey additional quantities purchased at the same price of $1.945 per gallon
during the twelve (12) month contract period was seconded by Juan Gonzalez and carried
unanimously.

2014 year end close is being finalized and at this point, activities indicated revenue of 3% over
expenses for 2014.

Finance Department is preparing for an upcoming annual Audit with Crowe Horwath etidhe
of March, beginning of April. Along with other documents being gathered for the audit,
numerous procurements are being tracked.



Board Discussion:

Mark Fisher asked the percentage of passenger service revenue in relation to the budget and
he was tdd it is approximately 18.5%.

Juan Gonzalez mentioned the difference in insurance costs for 2014 and Ms. Manley stated that
the cost came in less than budgeted, partly due to reduction in personal injury claims.

The Board accepted the report.

INFORMAIDNITEMS3: GONSIDERATION BECEIPT ABPERATIONREPORT FAPECEMBERO14

Mike Birch, VP/COO delivered the report.

There was a trend of high ridership that began at the end of summer and also a decrease in on
time performance. Also, customer commewit®pped in November and December following

the spike during the construction season.

The 90% o#time performance club had 37 qualified operators in December.

The vacant position for Warehouse and Distribution Manager was filled by Christopher Fanelli
who was promoted from his former role, Vehicle Maintenance Supervisor. Mr. Fanelli began
his career at IndyGo in 2009 as a general laborer.

IPTC has continued to focus on the HVAC system year round, startingsdgien checks

prior to beginning of théneat and air conditioning seasons. Every bus is checked 3 times per
day, every day to assure that the coaches are comfortable for the passengers no matter the
season.

Ontime performance for Fixed Route was 78% for November and December. Open Boor on
time performance dipped slightly to 94% at year end 2014.

Ed Parsley, Director of Facilities, has been overseeing the trench drain replacement in the
facility and it is well underway; the electrical upgrades are progressing ahead of schedule. Mr.
t | NB fe§defforts have produced $31,527 in revenue for IPTC.

The first of the 2014 diesel coaches are arriving with 5 of the 10 already on the streets of
Indianapolis.

Board Discussion:

The Board accepted the report.

Ridership reached 10.29 million rides in 2014 with seven (7) months claiming record ridership
during the year.

IndyGo Forward had staff working with Jarrett Walker & Associates along with weekly meetings
with neighborhood groupsral community organizations. A final stakeholders meeting is
scheduled for Thursday, February 5th at The Hall.

In March, staff will address 2015 routing changes relative to the opening of the DTC with the
board. Also, staff will adopt a philosophy gpribrity of service levels relative to High Ridership
vs. Coverage for routing into 2021.

The new IndyGo Website expected to go live by the end of January 2015.
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first of the recommended BRT projects coming out of the Indy Connect Plan and will provide

travel along a 27 mile corridor between the cities of Wedtfi€armel, Indianapolis, and

Phalease Crichlow, VP of Human Resources, delivered the report.

At the end of 2014, the number of emplegs was 522 with 446 of those union and the
remaining 76 were nowinion. There were 105 separations, 118 total new hires and the
turnover rate averaged 1.72%ta8ing levels increased in 2014 overall by 4%. Extensive
recruitment efforts were expended tpost/solicit/select and fill the vacancies.

Human Resources received and processed over 3202 applications, of which 65% were fixed
route coach operators applicants. There were 780 applicants tested for union positions with
700 conducted interviews fdyoth union and norunion positions.

Unemployment Claims for the 2014 decreased by 20% over the previous year. IPTC challenges
90% of all claims (except medical and termination settlement) with a loss ratio of 30%.

As for employee wellness, twenfive percent (25%) of health insurance participants choose
Activate as the primary care facility. New hires are engaging in the wellness program in-the pre
employment selection process allowing them to transition on the first day of employment.
Employees @& becoming more engaged as noted by the increasecentives employees

received for 2014. There was 95% consistent quarterly compliance in the wellness program for
2014.

SUBJECT RFP 142-189 Used Transit Buses

BACKGROUND

The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) allows transit authorities to maintain a 20% spare ratio
for buses based on the daily peak bus requirement to serthe public. For IPTC this translates
into a maximum of 159 buses that can be used to operate revenue services. IPTC-has non
revenue bus service needs including operator and mechanic training, emergency service
transportation, media events and licensegacsition. Currently these nerevenue activities are
covered by buses that should be reserved for revenue service vehicles, which limits the total
available buses for normal service, while also impacting and stressing maintenance operations.

The FTAallba GNI yaAd 2LISNF G2NABR (GKS 2LJ A 2yende2 2 LISNI
vehicles equipped to support the needs mentioned above. Contingency vehicles must be
maintained and supported as regular buses, but they are not permitted to operate as revenue
service vehicles. The FTA does allow contingency buses to be moved into the active fleet when

a normal bus is removed from service praturely for catastrophic damage, or when a

revenue vehicle is going to be out of service for a long period of time.

Most transit operators build contingency fleets from retired buses. This is problematic to IPTC
where most of the aged fleet ready for retirement is no longer suitable for the reliable
operation of the vehicle and has significantly exceeded its 12 yearlugefu

Over the last several years a new bus replacement plan has been carefully constructed to
alleviate this problem by purchasing and retiring 1/12 of the fleet per year. While we will be
able to retire future buses into the contingent fleet, currgntle do not have an adequate bus
supply to cover both revenue and noavenue services.

This procurement addresses the contingency fleet issue by purchasing older model transit
vehicles to be used specifically for nam@venue operations. The vehicles vad late model 40

foot transit buses matching the engine and body configuration of vehicles currently in the fleet,
thus ensuring commonality of parts and practiced maintenance techniques for mechanics.

All systems including, door operation, wheelchdis Jiwheelchair securement stations, air
conditioning and heat will be fully operational upon delivery. The buses will be painted in the
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Page 2

current IndyGo brand. The vehicles will also come with a 60 day bumper to bumper warranty
and extended warranties are optional and will be evaluated upon delivery. The bus frames will
be corrosion free and inspected and approved by IPTC staff before vehicles are purchased.

Additionally this procurement action includes 20 options if additionatifng becomes
available, and the need for more contingency buses occurs.

As part of its business, IPTC procures, uses, apds#is various hazardous materials and
petroleum products. Although IPTC has been successful in its management of these materials,
it is a cumbersome, costly, and often reactive process. Regulations for storing, disposing and
procuring these materials chge rapidly with the evolution of safety practices and the
development of new materials. These changes require expert knowledge in environmental
practices that is outside the general knowledge of transit operations.

For the last 5 years IndyGo has contractgth a vendor that specializes in managing
environmental systems. Safe Metrics currently assists IndyGo with evaluating and controlling
aspects of procurements, site activities, products, services, permits and disposal of hazardous
materials. Safe Metrichas been instrumental in reducing the risk to exposures of liability and
generating procedures processes correctly and efficiently that establish proactive management
of the environmental practices.

PROCURMENT PROCESS

On January 12, 2015 IPTC releaR&® 1%1-191 Environmental Management Systems,

published with a posting on the IPTC website and an email blast to all registered IPTC vendors.
Advertisements were placed in The Indianapolis Star, The Court and Commercial Recorder, the
Indianapolis Businaslournal, La Voz De Indiana, and Mass Transit Magazine.

BACKGROUND

The Red Line bus rapiransit (BRT) project is envisioned to be finst of many rapid transit
services in the Indianapolis Metropolitan Area. It would connect the core city of Indianapolis
with several of its largest suburban jurisdictions, including connecting the langégment
destinations in downtown Indianapolis, Greenwood and the US 31 corridor in Carmel and
Westfield. The project was identified in the regional transit framework, Indy Connect, in 2009
2010 and advanced to an Alternatives Analysis (AA) study in2012 which resulted in the
determination of the Red Line corridor being the top priority in a regional transit network. Both
of these studies were conducted by the Indianapolis Regional Metropolitan Planning
Organization (MPO) in cooperation with Indy@we Central Indiana Regional Transportation
Association (CIRTA), and other regional partners

In 2014 the region was awarded a TIGER grant from the federal Department of Transportation
(DOT) to continue development of the Red Lgriecluding environmentband design tasks.

The project lead responsibilities were shifted from the MPO to IndyGo to reflect a new
implementation phase of the project, although the MPO and regional jurisdictions will continue
to play a significant role in making project decisionn addition, the Indianapolis region has
played a major role in advancing electric vehicle technotpggpecially with regard to

municipal and cashare fleets; and the Red Line will continue that trend by being the first
battery based afklectric BRT system.

The project will complete the environmental and design tasks for the BRT project and is
estimated to cost $3,168,000. Nearly 65% of the funding is provided through the federal DOT
TIGER grant. The remaining portion of the funding will beigeal by the following local

funding partners:

Town of Westfield $ 146,206
City of Greenwood  $ 64,366

REVENUE

FTA Assistance

Federal assistance consists of proceeds from grants that partially reimburse IPTC for
expenditures for preventive maintenance, Para transit services and activities to promote public
transit. Historically preventative maintenance has beearge portion of our federal revenue.

Due to the procurement of newer and/or remodeled buses along with the retirement of several
older buses our preventive maintenance expense has reduced. Consequently, the reduction of
preventative maintenance had a deteimpact on the drawdown of these funds. In addition,

there were a small number of projects funded with federal grants (i.e. Real time signage and
security mass notification) which were not completed by year end. Therefore, the revenue from
FTA assistanaeame inunder budgetoy 12%.

Passenger Service Revenue
Passenger service revenuauigder budgetexpectations by 9%. While we are under budget for
the month of January we are trending at 4% over January 2014 Passenger Service Revenue.

PMTF
Revenue for te Public Mass Transportation Fund is recorded based on the actual award. PMTF
is expected to be on budget.

Property & Excise Tax
Property taxes are projected to be on budget.

Total Revenue

Overall revenue for January 2015 is dftler projected budgetHowever, this funding is not a
loss, IPTC will receive the remaining funding once eligible expenses are recognized and the
drawdown of federal funding is completed in upcoming months.
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EXPENSES

Personal Services

IPTC typically payke fringe benefits a month in advance. Due to the late receipt of the

January invoice, there was a double payment made this month for January and February
Medical Insurance benefits. In future years, the budget will reflect two payments in January
and nopayments in December. Had the budget been set up based on historic payment process,
this report would show that IPTC is slighthyder budgetoy $6,205. The budget for this line

item will be reconciled in the February 2015 report.

Claims

The budget fothis line item is budgeted based on outstanding claims. There are a number of
claims still in the resolution process but once those are complete, payments will be made.

Purchased Transportation

Purchased trasportation expenses anender budgetn January. Due to the timing of the
monthly closeout and the receipt of invoices, we expect that there will be two payments made
in February.

Historically, at the beginning of
a fis@l year, the net revenue is less than expenses but will begin to reflect actual budgeted
amounts once federal funds are drawn to offset qualifying expenditures.
